I/we support the submission made by The Onehunga Enhancement Society to make the removal of mangroves a permitted activity in all CPA areas where mangroves did not exist 50 years ago.
Mangroves are now impinging on the public’s ability to enjoy our harbours, waterways and foreshore.
While acknowledging mangroves are sometimes natures way of attempting to control sediment and pollution from mans activities it is more appropriate that man should now control this through stormwater detention and treatment prior to discharge.

The desireability of mangroves as a fish breading habitat is negated by the fact that there was probably a greater proliferation of fish prior to the mangroves establishing.
