TOES had the opportunity to view all seven submitted designs and felt that all displayed a quality
outcome for this much neglected part of Aucklandll designs provided for an 11 hectare foreshore
restoration and were within the $28million budget that the NZTA board and Ail{lticians have
allocated tothe project.

The next part of the project is that the OFWG will develop a design specification for the foreshore and
the 3 selected groups will be asked tepare final costings for the project.

At this stage it is hoped that ACC will award a contracth® successful bidder teommencethe
foreshore restoration work August 20Ehd it will have a 2 to 3 year duration to obtain the necessary
consents and aoplete the civil work

All Tide Ramp Update

The redevelopment of the all tide
ramp located off the old Mangere
Pedestrim Bridge has attracted
many local residents to the two
public meetings held at the
Mangere Bridge School.

The initial designprepared and
presented 0 & . 9té th& East
meetingraised a number of issues
and there would appear to be
strong community supparfor a
structural concrete panel
breakwater rather than the
mudcrete structure. The structural
panel breakwater would allow the
passage of water across the ramps
and reduce the siltation problem,
an additional length of floating
pontoons for loading and
unloading vessels which could also
be usedby the harbour ferrycould
easilybe accommodated

The outside of the structural
concrete panel breakwater would
allow a grid system to be built to
allow larger vessels to have
maintenance carries out below
their water line. There is currently
no facility to allow this work to be
carries out.
